Blue Round Loom Instructions:

Use 2 strands of worsted weight yarn held together as one. e-Wrap pegs 1-17. Use peg 17 as a turning peg (only one loop) and e-

Wrap back to peg 1. Knit off (KO) each peg bringing the bottom strands over the top strands and off the peg. For the next row use

peg 1 as the turning peg (only one loop) and e-Wrap pegs 2-17, KO. Continue for 34 rows for 7x9 WUA “squares”. Crochet bind off:
e Starting at peg with working yarn, put first loop on crochet hook, chain one.

Pull second loop through loop on crochet hook, chain one.

Pull third loop through loop on crochet hook, chain one.

REPEAT until all loops are off the loom.

Leave a 4 inch tail to weave in - Cut working yarn and pull through last loop on crochet hook

Weave in ends - Contribute to charity of your choice!
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
